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JLE - NS Launches New Community Project  

Fitting Futures:  "Building Confidence and Boosting Careers"  

 
The JLE-NSô new community impact project, ñFitting Futuresò had its first two fittings this Fall!  The ongoing program 
provided, at no cost, interview and business -appropriate clothing to nine low - income women who have just  
completed a job training program but do not have suitable clothing to interview for a job, nor the right clothing once 
they get a job.  The clients were referred to us from the Evanston Youth Job Centerôs Strategic Corporate Alliances 
program, which is designed to help young adults with multiple barriers to employment prepare for the workforce and 
secure full - time employment that leads to self -sufficiency.  
 
The wardrobing service includes a 60 minute personal shopping and styling visit for women, including discussion on 
the type of job the woman is interviewing for and what she feels comfortable wearing.  It also includes selection of 
clothing and accessorizing (i.e., shoes, handbag and/or briefcase, jewelry, business portfolio, etc.) along with receipt 
of a folder full of tips on interviewing and resume writing.   
 
These services deliver an essential to our clients that goes with every outfit: self -confidence that she is qualified and  
capable to get a job.
